TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF TRADING

1. 
GENERAL


(a)  Any business undertaken by E. Fox (Engineers) Ltd., (hereinafter called the Company) is transacted subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter set out.  

(b) An order placed by a customer is accepted by the company only upon the terms and conditions herein contained.  These conditions shall over-ride any conditions that were sought by the customers order form.  Any variation hereto will only be binding on the parties if such variation is in writing and signed by an authorised representative of the company.  The return of a customers acknowledgement order form does not constitute a written agreement to the variation of these conditions by the company.


(c) The customer is at liberty to place an order with the company for the purchase of goods and such order will be deemed for all purposes to be an offer to purchase the goods.  The company shall be entitled at any time to accept or reject all or part only of such offer for any reason whatsoever.  The company is deemed to have accepted such offer or part only thereof when it delivers the goods to the customer.


(d) Customers contracting to purchase further goods from the company (whether or not of the same description as goods previously purchased) shall be deemed to do so with express notice of the companys conditions and these conditions shall be deemed to be incorporated in all such contracts whether or not expressed, referred to or included therein.

2.
GUARANTEE


(i) The company agrees to replace the goods, issue credit or at its option repay the customer all sums paid in respect of such goods supplied by it which are proved to the companys satisfaction to be defective in materials and workmanship provided that such defect is notified in writing to the company immediately upon the discovery of the defect and that the goods are returned to the company carriage paid.  No claim shall be accepted by the company under this guarantee after the expiration of six months from the date f delivery of the goods to the customer.


(ii) The company will use its best endeavours to pass on to the customer the benefit of any claim made by the company that is accepted by the manufacturer of the goods.                                  

(iii) The company shall incur no liability hereunder



(a) For any goods in which the alleged defect is found on examination to have been caused in whole or in part by mis-use neglect, overload, unsuitable lubricant, improper installation of adjustment, alterations or accident.


(b) For any transport, installation, removal, labour or other costs.

3.
DELIVERY RISK


(i) Delivery dates given shall be an estimate only and shall not form part of this or any contract between the company and the customer and the company shall not be liable for the direct or indirect consequences of any delay that arises.


(ii) The goods shall be at the sole risk of the customer from the time of delivery to the customer or to his agents or to any carrier acting for the customer (including any such agent or carrier instructed by the company acting on behalf of the customer).

4.
FORCE MAJEURE


The company shall be granted all necessary time and other indulgences necessary in the event of fire, breakdown of machinery, shortage of raw materials or fuel or act done or not done pursuant to a trade dispute or as a result of civil commotion, act or rebellion, war, the elements or other circumstances beyond its or its agents reasonable control and shall not be liable for any delays, loss or damage caused thereby.

5.
LIABILITY


(i) The company shall in no circumstances be liable for any consequential or other loss, damage, or injury to person or property, or for any loss of profits or production of any nature arising out of or occasioned by any defect in or failure of goods or products supplied by it or in their installation use, or conversion; all risks of such nature to be borne by the customer.  The customer shall indemnify the company against all claims made against the company by any third party in respect therof.

(ii) The companys liabilities, whether in respect of one claim or in the aggregate, arising out of any contract shall not exceed the purchase price payable under the contract.


(iii) Unless expressly stipulated in writing the company gives no warranty or guarantee of fitness or suitability of the goods for any purpose even when such purpose is known to them and all implied conditions are warranties statutory or otherwise are hereby excluded.


(iv) It is hereby expressly agreed that all breaches of conditions shall be treated as breaches of warranty.

6.
SERVICE


Any service or advice which may be offered by the company, its servants, or agents to users of the goods or products supplied by it is rendered in all good faith but the company shall not be liable for any loss or damage arising there from.

7.
PAYMENT


(a) The companys payment terms are nett cash on delivery.  On approved accounts payment is due nett cash thirty days from the date of invoice.


(b) No disputes arising under the contract nor delays beyond the control of the company shall interfere with prompt payment by the customer.


(c) The customer hereby waives any cross claim against any payment due.


(d) The company shall be entitled, without prejudice to its other rights and remedies, to suspend all further deliveries under this and every contract in the event of default in payment by the customer in accordance with the terms thereof.


(e) The company reserves the right to adjust the price of imported goods in the event of a change in the rate of exchange ruling on the date of delivery.


(f) All costs and expenses (whether incurred pursuant to the issue of legal proceedings or not) incurred by the company in any way connected with the collection of monies due to the company from the customer which have not been paid within the time limit contained herein shall become due and payable to the company immediately on the submission of a statement thereof to the customer.

8.
RETENTION OF TITLE


It is an express term and condition of all sales of goods by the Company that the property in goods which the Company agrees to sell shall not pass to the buyer until such time as the buyer has paid to the Company the full purchase price thereof along with all freight and other charges relating thereto and the mere parting with possession by the Company of any goods or the delivery of any goods by the Company to or to the order of any buyer or prospective buyer shall confer no title on such buyer or prospective buyer in respect of such goods and in the event of a buyer paying to the Company a sum of money “on account” the Company reserves the right to appropriate the sum so paid in respect of any unpaid-for goods whatsoever already delivered by the Company to or to the order of the person or firm making such payment.


(i) The Buyer undertakes to indemnify the Company against any loss sustained by the Company by reason of damage to or loss of the Company’s goods or any of them whilst in the buyer’s possession, custody or control.
